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Salvationist Service Corps Application



Instructions – STOP!!! READ THESE FIRST!! 


The Salvationist Service Corps Application has three steps. In order to be considered for a team you must complete each step before the deadlines listed. Before you mail in a copy of this application to your Corps Officer, make a copy for yourself so that you can remember the deadlines. 


1.	This application is due to your Divisional Youth Secretary on or before February 15. That means you need to have all of your references handed out and sent in by that date. That also means you need to give this to your Corps Officer about a week beforehand so that he or she has a chance to fill out his/her reference form and get everything to your DYS by the deadline. 

2.	Produce, Direct and Star in a 2 minute video showing us who you are and why we should consider you as an applicant. These are due to THQ no later than February 28. 

3. 	Once your application is received at THQ, you will receive an email notification containing instructions about an emotional intelligence survey you are to fill out as part of the application process. The survey is just another tool we use to help us put stronger teams together and develop ways to better train our teams.  The consent form that is sent to you via email must be faxed or emailed to the address in the instructions no later than February 28. 


Before you begin filling out the application, consider spending time in prayer over the application. If you are chosen as a Salvationist Service Corps member, you will be required to do many things which are outside of your comfort zone and things you have never done before. The first thing you will be asked to do is raise $750 to go towards the cost of your trip. Raising support for your trip is a way of saying to God, “I trust you with my summer. I trust you to provide for me in every way.” It also helps you build a team of people around you who will lovingly pray for you while you are gone. If you do not think you will be able to raise the support to go, perhaps you should consider waiting until a later date to apply.

Question 3 

Tell of a time when you had to make a major transition in your life (example: high school to college, family crisis, new school, leaving home, moving). Did you face any particular problems? What were they? How did you handle them? What was the outcome? 

Tell of some situations in which you have had to adjust quickly to changes over which you had no control. What was the impact of the change on you? 


























Question 4 

We can sometimes identify a small problem and fix it before it becomes a major problem. Tell of a time when you have done this. What happened? What was the outcome? 


























Question 5 

Give an example of a time when you had a disagreement with a friend. What was the situation? How did you handle it? What was the outcome? 

Give an example of a time you had a disagreement with a parent or authority figure. What was the situation? How did you handle it? What was the outcome? 

























Question 6 

If you are applying as a leader for one of the Salvationist Service Corps, please answer the following question. If you are not applying to be a leader, you do not have to answer this question.
