Assist Aquatic Director with all responsibilities at pool, giving
instruction and supervision to lifeguards as needed/requested.

Conduct opening day swim fry-outs.

Assist in maintaining the safest swimming pool and lakefront programs possible.

Be responsible for cleaning and maintenance of pool pumps.

Assist with pool skimming and vacuuming.

Assist with cleaning rest rooms, deck and grounds.

Teach swim classes as assigned.

Lifeguard as scheduled during free swim, water carnivals and night swims.

Do pick-up and clean-up after free swim. This includes the bathrooms at the pool area.

Assist with movement of swimmers from pool to tfabernacle in case of storm. (Lightning in vicinity.)
Conduct rainy day activities with those campers.

Serve as a table monitor when needed.
Keep personal living quarters neat, clean and ready for inspection.
Be available to participate and assist with camp programs and activities as directed by Camp Directors.

Be available to assist in any way needed as directed by supervisor or Camp Directors.
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
